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Proiect finantat de Uniunea Europeana in cadrul Apelului 1 de propuneri de proiecte (Hard)
al Programului Operational Comun ,,Romania — Republica Moldova 2014-2020".

Obiectivul General al Proiectului constd in: Valorificarea mostenirii culturale si istorice
locale din regiunile Galati si Hincesti ca factor-cheie in cresterea atractivitatii teritoriale de
ambele parti ale granitei.

In acelasi timp, Obiectivele Specifice urmaresc:

Amenajarea, prin lucrdri de extindere sau restaurare, a doud monumente culturale, istori-
ce si de arhitectura — Casa Gheorghiade — Centrul Cultural ,,Dunarea de Jos” Galati, Romania
(extindere), si Moara cu Aburi, Mereseni, Hincesti, Republica Moldova (restaurare);

Promovarea patrimoniului cultural si istoric local material si imaterial in randul locuito-
rilor si vizitatorilor din regiunile Galati si Hincesti;

Stabilirea unei viziuni strategice pentru valorificarea si promovarea durabila a patrimo-
niului cultural si istoric local din regiunile Galati si Hincesti.

Valoarea totald a proiectului este de 1 737 165,98 Euro, el fiind implementat de UAT Ju-
detul Galati, prin Consiliul Judetean Galati, Romania, Consiliul Raional Hincesti, Republica
Moldova, Centrul Cultural ,,Dundrea de Jos”, Galati, Romania, si Primdria Comunei Mereseni,
Republica Moldova.

Pe partea moldava, Partenerii 2 si 4 in proiect isi propun restaurarea unei Mori cu aburi,
ce dateazd de la inceputul sec. XX, aceasta fiind partial functionala si in prezent. Moara repre-
zintd si un obiect de patrimoniu arhitectural. Se asteapta ca, prin restabilirea obiectului respec-
tiv, pastrandu-i-se destinatia sa, si, respectiv, prin amenajarea teritoriului adiacent (1 ha), s fie
creat un complex cu destinatie cultural-istorica de nivel regional, cu posibilitatea utilizarii lui
atat in scopuri culturale, cét si de agrement.
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ARGUMENTARE

Situat in inima tarii, in zona Codrilor seculari, raionul Hincesti este o veritabila carte de
vizitd a Republicii Moldova. Plai cu adénci rddacini in istorie, cu oameni vrednici si ospita-
lieri prin generatii — acestea sunt primele caracteristici ale raionului Hincesti. Beneficiind de o
pozitie geografica deosebit de avantajoasd, cu un cadru natural de invidiat, potentialul lui face
posibila o dezvoltare economicéd de perspectivd. Avand o suprafatd de peste 1480 kilometri
patrati, 63 de localitati si circa 120 000 de locuitori, raionul Hincesti se plaseaza printre prime-
le 3, cele mai mari din tara. Teritoriul sdau este traversat de Coridorul auto international M21
Balcani, iar prin Vama Internationala Leuseni se inregistreaza o circulatie intensd de marfuri,
pasageri si turisti spre si din Uniunea Europeana.

Centrul administrativ al raionului este orasul Hincesti — urbe populata de aproximativ 18
mii de cetateni, care inregistreazd o dinamicd impresionantd, unde sunt concentrate majorita-
tea unitatilor industriale, economice, comerciale, béancile, institutiile de stat si socio-culturale.

Relieful raionului este predominant colinar cu inaltimi curpinse intre 100 si 350 m si este
diferentiat in trei zone: codru, stepa — paduri deluroase si stepa Prutului. Teritoriului raionului
ii corespunde o suprafatd neomogena de cernoziom, unele parti contin soluri argiloase. Raio-
nul Hincesti dispune de peste 72 mii hectare de teren agricol si 39 mii ha de paduri. Conditiile
naturale prielnice ale raionului semnificd un veritabil punct forte. Astfel de factori ca relieful
colinar, compozitia solurilor, numarul mare de zile insorite, existenta unor vaste terenuri de
pasuni, masive impadurite, favorizeaza practicarea agriculturii, viticulturii si vinificatiei, po-
miculturii, legumiculturii, cresterea animalelor, colectarea mierii si produselor apicole etc.

Lipsa sau sdracia de zacaminte minerale si bogatii naturale pare sa nu se transforme in-
tr-un motiv de disperare pentru populatia din partea locului, intrucat aceastd lacuna este com-
pensata generos cu un alt potential - cel istoric, cultural, obiceiuri, traditii, oameni talentati in
diferite domenii.

Raionul Hincesti are o pondere istoricd deosebiti. In acest sens, traseul siu porneste de la
inceputurile civilizatiilor pretimpurii, cu trecere lina in antichitate, faicand o escala in evul me-
diu, ajungand in sec. XIX si mai departe in epoca contemporana. Sépéturile arheologice au des-
coperit in satele Ciuciuleni, Cdlmatui si Stolnieni s.a. vestigii ale civilizatiei Cucuteni-Tripolie
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si, respectiv, o fortireata geto-dacicd, datand din secolele IV-III inaintea erei noastre. In Evul
Mediu, pe teritoriul actual al raionului trecea celebrul Drum Moldovenesc, care asigura o lega-
tura intre Orient si Occident. Iar drumetii si negustorii obositi in lungile lor peregrinari puteau
gasi la hanurile si targurile de aici si addpost, si hrand, sa beneficieze de mici reparatii, fierarit,
alte servicii de care aveau nevoie etc. Foarte multe comunitati din raion se pot méndri cu o
vatra medievala, un lacas de cult ortodox sau un monument istoric. Unele din ele au o valoare
inedita: Curtea Domneasca de la Lapusna, Biserica de lemn din Cotul Morii, Manastirea Hin-
cu, Complexul Manuc-Bey din orasul Hincesti si altele.

Localitatile rurale mari — Carpineni, Ldpusna, Sarata Galbena, Pdscani, pe langa aspectul
sau istoric, se remarca si prin traditiile pastrate cu grija pana in prezent, prin mesterii populari
iscusiti, a caror faima depaseste cadrul local. Alaturi de municipiul Hincesti, aceste localitati
pot deveni adevarati poli de conservare si promovare a patrimoniului cultural al raionului.

Prin prezenta brosura, autorii s-au straduit sa realizeze o sarcina care se impunea mai de
demult: sistematizarea valorilor culturale si istorice, la nivel raional, care-s absolut admirabile,
dar, totusi, rimaneau oarecum dispersate si in mare parte necunoscute pentru impatimitii de
frumos, turistii si vizitatorii straini ai raionului nostru. Totodata, lucrarea va inlesni activitatea
in cadrul aceluiasi proiect asupra atingerii altui obiectiv/livrabil preconizat — elaborarea Stra-
tegiei locale de valorificare a patrimoniului cultural si istoric din raionul Hincesti.



PATRIMONIUL ISTORIC

Reflectii istorice

Raionul Hincesti a scris in istoria sa pagini inedite care fac referire la existenta culturii ce
apartine uneia din cele mai timpurii civilizatii din Europa, constituite cu cateva secole ina-
inte de aparitia asezarilor umane in Mesopotamia si Egiptul Antic, fiind vorba despre cultura
Cucuteni-Tripolie (mileniile VI-III pana la Hristos). Denumirea provine de la localitdtile in
preajma carora au fost descoperite pentru prima datd vestigii ale acesteia (Cucuteni un sat din
apropierea lasului (Romania) si Tripolie - localitate din Ucraina), raionul Hincesti situandu-se
la granitele de sud ale partii centrale a acestei formatiuni.

In anul 1978, tanarul pe atunci arheolog Ion EREMIA, fiind preocupat de expeditii, sdpa-
turi arheologice, dar si de istoria satului de bastind, Ciuciuleni, raionul Hincesti, intreprinde o
serie de periegheze, soldate cu descoperirea a sapte asezari, dintre care doud au fost atribuite
culturii Cucuteni-Tripolie si cinci — comunitatilor getice.

Reprezentantii civilizatiei cucuteniene aveau ca ocupatii principale agricultura si creste-
rea animalelor. Ei cultivau grau, orz, mei, mazdre, canepa si struguri. Campurile erau lucrate
cu ajutorul sapaligii confectionate din coarne de cerb sau din lemn cu vérful din piatra. Ulte-
rior, pdmantul va fi cultivat cu ajutorul unei sapaligi speciale, la care erau injugate animale de
tractiune. Recolta se strangea cu seceri din lemn cu lama din bucatele de silex si cu seceri din
aramd. Cucutenienii cresteau diferite animale domestice, cum ar fi vitele cornute mari si mici,
caii si porcii, iar dintre pasdri — gainile. Vandtoarea avea un rol secundar. Iar mestesugurile,
dimpotriva, detineau un loc important. Oamenii acelor timpuri confectionau mai multe tipuri
de obiecte din silex, piatrd, os, corn, lut, scoica si arama. In calitate de unelte de munca, ei uti-
lizau secera, sfredelul, brazdarul, sapaliga.

Un grad inalt de dezvoltare a atins prelucrarea ceramicii. Vasele cucuteniene sunt de di-
ferite forme si foarte frumos ornamentate cu desene in culori. Pentru a o face mai rezistents,
olarii ardeau ceramica in cuptoare speciale. Culorile predominante pe ceramica Cucuteni sunt
rosul, albul si negrul. O altd indeletnicire era tesutul. Era practicat tesutul stofelor din fire
de lana de oaie si canepa. Cucutenienii practicau metalurgia si cunosteau tehnica obtinerii
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si prelucrarii aramei, din care se confectionau cutite, sule, ace, iar mai tarziu seceri, topoare,
pumnale, obiecte de podoaba (mergele, pandantive, bratari etc.).

Urmatoarea etapd distincta este antichitatea, indeosebi perioada cind au trait pe aceste
meleaguri geto-dacii (secolele IV-III inaintea erei noastre) si timpurile de dupa cucerirea Da-
ciei de catre Imperiul Roman. Dovada sunt numeroasele obiecte caracteristice, descoperite de
arheologi intr-un sir de localitati din raion.

Ulterior, se gasesc prea putine date istorice mai detaliate (rezultat al diferitor invazii si ra-
vagii, la care s-au dedat triburile barbare, rdzboinice si nomade, ele insa aparand din belsug in
Evul Mediu, incepand cu sec, XIV, XV si mai tarziu, in inscrisuri oficiale, hrisoave, documente
de proprietate etc. de pe timpul domniilor lui Alexandru cel Bun, Stefan cel Mare, Alexandru
Lapusneanu etc.

Localitati cu cele mai vechi origini
CIUCIULENI

Situri arheologice descoperite de profesorul Ion EREMIA in preajma satului Ciuciuleni, ra-
ionul Hincesti.

Ciuciuleni I. Situl se afla la cca 4 km nord-vest de s. Ciuciuleni, pe malul stang al raului
Cogélnic, in punctul numit de localnici ,Tabuceasca’, de pe malul unui iaz cu acelasi nume.
Asezarea are dimensiunile de cca 150 x 50-70 m si este amplasata pe un promontoriu nu prea
inalt. De la suprafata solului au fost recoltate fragmente de ceramica si bucati de lut ars. Ce-
ramica, conform morfologiei, arderii si culorii a fost atribuita de catre V. Marchevici fazei B a
culturii Tripolie.

Ciuciuleni II. Situl se afla la cca 1,5 km vest de la marginea de nord-vest a satului, pe un
platou inalt, numit de localnici ,,Dealul Poienii”. Asezarea are dimensiunile de cca 200 x 50-
70 m, fiind orientata cu latura lungd pe directia nord-sud. La suprafata solului au fost desco-
perite: o statuetd antropomorfd, o fusaiold, fragmente de ceramica getica, fragmente de amfore



grecesti si bucati de lut ars cu amprente de nuiele. Conform vestigiilor descoperite, situl poate
fi atribuit comunitatilor getice din sec. IV-1II inainte de Hristos.

Ciuciuleni III. Situl se afla la cca 2 km sud-vest de centrul satului, in dreapta drumului de
tara ce leaga localitdtile Ciuciuleni si Pereni, in locul ,Valea Lacului” La cca 100 m sud se afla
o fantand. Asezarea are dimensiunile de cca 150 x 50 m, fiind orientata cu axa lungad nord-sud.
De la suprafata solului au fost recoltate fragmente de la recipiente modelate cu mana, unelte cu
decor in relief (braie, proeminente etc.). Astfel de vase, conform morfologiei, arderii, culorii si
ornamentului pot fi atribuite comunitatilor getice din sec. IV-III a. Chr.

Ciuciuleni IV. Situl se afld la cca 100 m nord de la extremitatea nordica a satului, pe malul
paraului Costeasa, afluent de stanga al Cogalnicului. Asezarea se intinde de la nord la sud, de-a
lungul malului stang al paraului, pe o distanta de cca 800 m, avand o latime de cca 80 m. La
suprafata solului au fost descoperite numeroase fragmente de ceramica modelata cu ména si
cateva fragmente de la recipiente lucrate la roata olarului. Ceramica modelatd cu mana este re-
prezentata de fragmente de strachini si oale, unele decorate cu braie alveolate sau proeminente
supor turi. Cea lucrata la roata olarului reprezinta fragmente de amfore grecesti. Conform
materialului recuperat asezarea poate fi atribuitd comunitatilor getice din sec. IV-III a. Chr.

Ciuciuleni V. Situl se afla la cca 200 m sud de localitate, pe malul drept al raului Cogélnic,
in dreapta drumului de cdmp care duce spre satul Draguseni. Asezarea, cu dimensiunile 200 x
75 m, este amplasatd pe un promontoriu nu prea mare, orientat nord-sud. La suprafata solu-
lui au fost descoperite: un toporas din piatra de sist, un varf din silex, fragmente de ceramica
(cupe, vase-binoclu, chiupuri), bucati de lut ars si fragmente de oase de animale. Conform
inventarului descoperit asezarea a fost atribuita perioadei tripoliene tarzii.

Ciuciuleni VI. Situl se afla la cca 250 m vest de la marginea de sud-vest a satului, pe un
promontoriu, numit de localnici ,Voloacd” Asezarea, cu dimensiunile 200 x 50 m, este orien-
tata cu latura lunga pe directia sud-est-nord-vest. La suprafata solului au fost descoperite frag-
mente de ceramica geticd, fragmente de oase de animale si bucati de lut ars, unele cu amprente
de nuiele.

Dréagusenii Noi. Asezarea se afla la cca 700 m vest de centrul satului, in dreap ta drumului
Dréaguseni-Lozova. La suprafata solului au fost atestate bucati mari de lut ars cu urme de la
nuiele si pari, precum si mai multe fragmente de ceramica getica din sec. IV-III a. Chr.
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Situl arheologic din satul Stolniceni

Tn padurea din localitatea Stolniceni este amplasat un sit arheologic, acesta reprezentind un
punct de atractie. Potrivit documentelor, primele cercetari la cetatea geto-dacica au fost fa-
cute acum opt decenii, in 1933, de catre specialisti de la Universitatea ,, Alexandru Ioan Cuza”
de la Tasi. Apoi, aproape un deceniu si jumatate, fortdreata este data uitarii. Urmeaza alti zece
ani (din 1947 si pand in 1957), de curiozitate. Materialele descoperite arata ca aceastd cetate a
apartinut geto-dacilor. Arheologii, pe langa schelete umane, au mai gasit bucdti de ceramica,
cutite, fibule, bratéri, varfuri de sdgeti, precum si alte obiecte care dateaza cu secolele IV-III
1.Hr. Mai multe obiecte gasite la situl Stolniceni se afld in doud muzee — la Muzeul de Istorie si
in cel al Universitati de Stat din Moldova.

In interior au fost des-
coperite urme ale unor ame-
najari funerare, depuneri
cultuale (sacrificii umane si
de animale, aduse in cinstea
unor divinitati), resturi de
constructii, a caror caracter
ramane, deocamdatd, in-
cert. In cea mai mare parte,
descoperirile facute se inca-
dreazd in perioada secolelor
: IV-III 1. de Chr., fiind carac-
il Syl 8 ' teristice culturii getice.

CALMATUI

Localitatea Calmatui este unul dintre cele mai vechi sate rdzasesti din lunca Prutului, fiind
atestat in 1439 (alte surse istorice indica iulie 1448).



In urma sapiturilor arheologice, la gura vaii Cilmitui, au fost scoase la suprafatd rama-
site ale cuptoarelor pentru topirea metalului in conditii casnice, perioada atribuita culturii
Tripolie. Apoi a aparut aici un sat dupd cucerirea Daciei lui Decebal de catre armatele Imperiu-
lui Roman sub conducerea imparatului Traian. S-a descoperit cimitirul satului antic. Pe locul
acestuia au fost gasite oase umane si diferrite obiecte din epoca romana. Apoi, nomazii, care au
venit pe aceste locuri din stepele asiatice dupa prada de razboi, au ldsat ca amintire o movila
facutd din pamant pe locul unde sunt inmormaéntati razboinicii, cazuti in lupta cu béstinasii.
Silistea s-a format din contopirea a doud catune - Geamini si Calmatui. Primul cdtun a luat
nastere pe mosia boierului Ioan Geamdnul si-i purta numele, al doilea indica denumirea ge-
ograficd a viii Calmatui. In documntele vechi se intilnesc frecvent ambele denumiri. In patru
documente, semnate de Stefan cel Mare dupa anul 1457, gasim in calitate de proprietari cu par-
ti de mosie la ,,Calmaétui sub movile, peste Prut, in tinutul Lapusnei” pe arcasii loan Geamanul,
Sandru Onicd, Manoila Cioplescu.

MERESENI

avantul Ion Hincu, in lucrarea sa ,Vetre strimosesti din Republica Moldova’, scrie: ,,Arhio-

logii au identificat la Mereseni urmele unui sat intemeiat dupa cucerirea Daciei de armatele
Impreiului Roman in anul 106. Locuitorii acestuia cultivau pamantul, cresteau vite, isi inalteau
case spatioase, intretineau relatii comerciale intense cu orasele din vecinatate. Satul si-a inche-
iat existenta in anul 376, cand a fost devastat si incendiat in urma invaziei hunilor, pe vatra lui
fiind colectate mai multe materiale arhiologice din perioada romana”

Actualul sat a fost metionat pentru prima data la 14 septembrie 1621 in timpul domniei
voievodului Ilias (Documente privind Istoria Romaniei. Veachul XVII. A. Moldova. Bucu-
resti, 1957, vol. V). S-a pastrat un zapis al marilor boieri de la Curtea Domneasca, prin care
Ionascu Negruta, feciorul lui Negrutd batranul, vinde o jumatate de mosie din satul Mereseni
lui Enache postelnicul drept 30 de galbeni. Satul fiinta, caci despre vechimea lui aceeasi zapis
stipuleaza ,,...ale carui privilegiu le-a pierdut din cauza tatarilor, cind a venit Stefan Tomsa la
Domnie”. Domnitorul Radu Mihnea confirma aceastd cumparatura la 25 martie 1624. Arhi-
vele au pastrat si alte hrisoave — din 30 mai 1669, 25 mai 1731, 13 august 1757, 1 iunie 1768.
Unele pagini despre istoria acestui sat, pe la sf. sec. XVIII, vor scrie cercetatorii preocupati de
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soarta satenilor retrasi in Codru din calea tétarilor, apoi si din cea a armatei ruse pe timpul
razboiului ruso-turc din 1769-1774. Abia dupd 1812, cand ocupatia a devenit stabild, taranii
ascunsi prin paduri au inceput a reveni la cuiburile lor. In 1897 Meresenii au intrat in categoria
localitatilor basarabene ce depaseau numarul de 500 de suflete, in acel an aici se atesta 705 oa-
meni. Catre 1912, satul avea 210 gospodarii si 824 de locuitori, tarani posedau 738 desetine de
pamant, boierul Alexandru Leonard avea 2 674 des., Ecaterina Leonard - 850 des., Elena Leo-
nard - 200 des. Dupa reunirea celor doua maluri ale Prutului, in sept. 1922 Institutia funciara
romand ,,Casa Noastra” i-a improprietarit pe 214 tarani din Mereseni cu 923 ha de pamant, ce
le-a revenit din reducerea mosiilor boieresti.

Dupé cumplita furtuna
din 1896, cind satul ramase
fard morile de vént, boie-
rul Alexandru Leonard lua
decizia sa faca in Mereseni
oloinitd si moara cu aburi. El
aduse tehnica modernd toc-
mai din Germania, ii invita
din Chisindu in caliatate de
constructori pe mesterii cu
maini de aur Efim Orlov si
feciorul sau Izot. Acesta din
urmd ramase mai apoi cu
traiul in sat, munci mecanic
la moara si oloinitd pana in
1944. Fiica lui, Claudia, nacuta la Mereseni, termina scoala pedagogicd din Caldrasi si timp de
40 de ani a munci invatatoare in satul natal. Sotul ei, Boris Harjevschi, timp de 14 ani, a inde-
plinit functia de director al scolii din Mereseni.




LAPUSNA

apusna este una dintre cele mai vechi asezari din Moldova, fiind mentionata pentru prima
data intr-un document emis de Alexandru cel Bun in anul 1429. Lipusna a fost si punct
vamal la rascrucea drumurilor europene si de-a lungul timpului devenise unul dintre cele mai
cunoscute targuri. Aici se gaseste si Curtea Domneascd, care a apartinut domnitorului Alexan-
dru Lipusneanu si care se zice cd ar fi fost resedinta sa ani de zile.
Lapusna este situata la 18 km Nord-Vest de Hincesti si la 54 km Sud-Vest de Chisindu.
‘ Alexandru Lapusneanu
a fost un domn al Moldovei
care a domnit intre septem-
brie 1552 - 18 noiembrie
1561 si octombrie 1564 — 9
martie 1568. Figura sa a fost
popularizata de scriitorul
Costache Negruzzi, care l-a
imortalizat in nuvela Ale-
xandru Lapusneanu, atribu-
indu-i celebrele fraze ,De
ma voi scula, pre multi am sa
popesc si eu...” si ,Dacd voi
nu ma vreti, eu va vreu....
Lapusneanu a pastrat relatii
comerciale bune cu Transilvania, unde avea cetatea Ciceu. Din Venetia veneau pictori pen-
tru zugravirea mandstirilor sale: Slatina si Pangarati. Cu banii sai a impodobit bisericile de la
Muntele Athos si cea ortodox-romaneasca din Liovul Poloniei. Célugarul cronicar Eftimie,
preamareste domnia lui Lapusneanu. Aceste binefaceri veneau ca urmare a pocaintei lui, dupa
multele pacate savarsite. A doua domnie a lui Ldpusneanu este povestita in nuvela omonima a
lui Costache Negruzzi. Tot el a mutat capitala tarii la Iasi.




Despre Curtea Dom-
neascd a lui Lapusneanu se
stie cd ar fi existat anume in
zona Lapugnei, insa nu se
stie locul exact. Dupa lun-
gi cercetari ale istoricilor
si arheologilor s-a ajuns la
concluzia ca, acea Curte de
acum aproape 500 de ani s-ar
fi aflat anume in locul unde
se construieste astdzi com-
plexul Curtea Domneasca.
Aceasta ar fi fost utilizata in-
cepand cu sfarsitul secolului
XV si pana la mijlocul seco-
lului XVTI.

CATELENI

Primele descrieri despre
aceste locuri apar n is-
toria razboaielor localnici-
lor cu hoardele migratoare.
Decedatii erau inhumati in
movile de pamant inalte. O
astfel de movild funerara se
afla si astdzi langa Cateleni.

Prima mentiune despre
acest sat apare la 25 iunie
1555, cind Alexandru Lapus-
neanu, domnul Moldovei,
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déruise slugii sale Habiac, batranul, votcina Cateleni, in hotar cu Hlapesti (azi Nemteni), fapt
atestat intr-un document de la 25 iulie 1565 de la Iasi. Din acest document aflam ca satul Ca-
teleni, care isi pastreaza denumirea si in zilele de astazi, se invecineaza cu satul Nemteni, situat
la o distanta de 2-3 km, in partea lui de est, unde curge rauletul Nirnova.

HINCESTI

Tn Evul mediu, pe teritoriul localitatii trecea unica cale comerciald accesibila intre tarile asi-
atice si cele europene, numita ,,Drumul Moldovenesc”. La raspantiile acestei cdi comerciale
a aparut localitatea Hincesti, asezatd intr-un imens amfiteatru natural, in valea incintatoare a
rauletului Cogélnic-Bucium.

Denumirea orasului Hincesti este in legatura directa cu boierii moldoveni Hincu, cel mai
de seama reprezentant al cdrora a fost serdarul Mihalcea Hincu.[3]

Documentele pomenesc despre aceasta localitate pentru prima datd in anul 1522, la 17
august. Pe atunci, targusorul Hincesti constituia o importanta localitate comerciald a statu-
lui moldovenesc, fiind ceva
intermediar intre sat si oras,
cu un han pentru negustori
strdini, in care ospdtau si se
odihneau.

Dupa rdzboiul ru-

1880-1890, in Hincesti erau 5 098 locuitori, 587 de ograzi, mai multe biserici, inclusiv una
armeneascd, patru case de rugdciuni evreiesti, doua scoli, un spital de zemstva si mai multe
fabrici printre care: trei de prelucrarea pielii, sase de vopsit, una de bauturi spirtoase, una de
lumanari si una de fabricare a caramizilor.

Din 1944 pana in 1965, a fost denumit Kotovskoe in cinstea lui Grigori Kotovski, un con-
ducator militar din cadrul Armatei Rosii in timpul Razboiului Civil Rus, dar si o personalitate
istoricd controversati, care se nascuse aici. In 1965, comuna a fost declarati oras si numele ei a
fost schimbat in Kotovsk. Din 1990, orasul si-a reluat vechea denumire de ,,Hincesti”.

BOGHICENI

Satul dispune de atractii turistice unice pentru raionul Hincesti. De mai multi ani in Boghi-
ceni se vorbeste despre asa-numita Vistierie sau, altfel spus, Beciul Turcului. Legenda spune
ca aici turcii au ascuns o cantitate mare de aur si obiecte de pret. Beciul se gaseste intr-un hir-
top si da intr-un izvor cu maluri pietruite ca sa nu se ndruie.

Staniste, cum e numita zona, este vatra satului Boghiceni, loc bine ferit de ochii lumii
si dosit de calamititile naturale. In prezent beciul nu poate fi vizitat, deoarece intrarea este
ndruitd.

Langd Beciul Turcului se afld si cimitirul vechi cu o fosta biserica din lemn, morminte,
cruci si inscriptii din secolul al XIX-lea - inceputul secolului al XX-lea.

In partea de nord a satului se afla un monument al naturii - Lunca Seculara, in care cresc
plopi seculari, ce se intinde pe o suprafata de 2,5 ha. De lunca este legata si legenda balaurului,
care ataca oamenii ce veneau in lunca cu intentii rele.

Acest loc, multi ani a fost protejat si ingrijit de dinastia boierilor locali Leonardo. In apro-
pierea luncii se gaseste un lac de circa 2 ha, inconjurat de un peisaj pitoresc.

In sat s-a pistrat casa in care a locuit savantul oenolog, academicianul Pentru Ungureanu.



Nu departe se inalta Bi-
serica cu hramul ,Sfintii
Apostoli Petru si Pavel”, con-
struitd intre anii 1850-1873
sub patronatul boierului
Leonardo. La timpul sau,
boierul avea mosii intinse,
un conac si 2 fabrici de pro-
ducere a alcoolului.




Patrimoniul cultural

R?onul Hincesti dispune de un numar mare de valori patrimoniale, cum ar fi muzee, mo-
umente istorice si de arta, complexe arhitecturale, biserici si méanastiri. Aici poate fi men-
tionat Soborul ,,loan Botezatorul” din s. Cirpineni, Manastirea Hincu, Biserica din satul La-
pusna, Complexul Istorico-Arhitectural Manuc-Bey, Muzeul de Istorie si Studiere a Tinutului
Natal din mun. Hincesti, gazduit de catre Casa lamandi, care ocupa un loc aparte si au valoare
culturala de talie nationala.

Biserica ,Mai Marilor Voievozi Mihail si Gavriil, comuna Lapusna

n document domnesc

din Arhiva Nationala
a Republicii Moldova spu-
ne precum ca constructia
bisericii, care la inceput era
din lemn, a fost indltata in
1801, iar in ianuarie 1814 a
fost construitd din piatrd cu
puterile credinciosilor din
com. Ldpusna. Constructia
bisericii a fost desdvrsitd in
anii 1818-1819, blagoslovita
fiind de Ioan Dimitriu - tra-
itor din cartierul Buiucani,




Chisindu, si sfintita de Mitropolitul Gavriil Banulescu-Bodoni, cu hramul ,,Sfintilor Mai-Ma-
rilor Voievozi Mihail si Gavriil”.

In anul 1861, in satul Lapusna se deschide o scoald primara bisericeascd, unde calitatea
invététori o detineau preotul si dascélul. Biserica din Lapusna, dupa planul arhitectural pe care
il are, se inrudeste cu bisericele construite in veacul al XVI-lea in Tara Roméneasca.

Mdanditirea din s. Negrea

Ménétirea din s. Negrea, aflata in constructie, este 0 manastire noud care se zideste in zilele
noastre incepind de la temelie. Baza principala la constructia acestui lacas sfant este fosta
biserica asatului Negrea, [RSREENE "

care a fost ridicata in anul
1878. Biserica a fost ampla- “ o :
satd de buneii si strabuneii % oSO S
nostri intr-un loc minunat, :
sub padure. Dacd aceastd bi-
sericd ar avea grai sd ne vor-
beascd, ar putea sa ne spuna
cu mult mai multe decét ceea
ce ne marturisesc crestinii
care locuiesc in aceastd lo-
calitate de la constructia ei
si pana in zilele noastre. Din
marturisirile lor, aflim cd in
biserica din sat s-a savirsit
serviciul divin pind in vara
anului 1969, ultimul preot fi-
ind Filip Zagnat. In vara anului 1969, asupra acestui sat s-a abatut o nenorocire mare: o aluneca-
re masiva de teren practic a daramat toate locuintele din sat.

Sfinta Liturghie a Du-
minicii Mari a anului 1969
a fost ultima, fiindca ulte-
rior biserica a fost inchisa.
Nimeni din acei crestini nu
s-au gindit ca inchiderea
acestui lacas va dura mult
timp, dar, cu parere de rau, a
tinut aproape 30 de ani, pAna
in 1988. In decursul acestei
perioade indelungate, cresti-
nii au pastrat in loc sigur cheile bisericii si nu le-au dat nimanui pentru a evita cazurile de trans-
formare a acesteia (cum s-a mai intamplat in alte locuri) in depozite, magazine, cluburi si alte
localuri de distractie. Ei au
inteles, desi erau supusi unei
presiuni mari, ca lucrurile
sfinte nu se calcd in picioa-
re. Au incercat, cu propriile
forte, sa tind usile bisericii
incuiate si in fiecare an se fa-
cea reparatie in ea. Datoritd
unora ca acestea s-au pas-
trat icoanele si toate atri-
butele bisericesti pentru ca
ea sa functioneze astazi. Cu
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ajutorul lui Dumnezeu si datorita crestinilor, prin straduinta lor, in vara anului 1988, la Dumi-

nica Mare s-a redeschis si s-a savirsit prima Sfinta Liturghie.

In anul 1997, Departamentul Cultelor, prin ordinul nr. 40, inregistreazd Minastirea Ne-

Ini‘;iativa de a construi bi-
serica apartine preotului
Petru Cerniutean.

Legenda spune: in 1919, crestinul Dimitriu Ilii a gasit o comoard cu galbeni impreuna cu
crestinii din sat Andros Vasile, Velescu Dimitrii, Tirdea Petru si au luat decizia sa constru-
iasca cu acesti bani o sfinta biserica.

Constructia bisericii a durat pand in 1929. Durata mare a constructiei a fost cauzata de
lipsa de piatra si var. Aceste materiale se aduceau de prin partile Chisindului cu carul cu boj, la
o departare de aproximativ 100 km. Biserica a fost construitd din piatra in forma de cruce de
citre specialisti invitati din Italia. In 1930, biserica a fost sfintitd de inalt Preasfintitul Chiril,
Mitropolitul Basarabiei si al Hotinului.

In anul 1991, dupi o restaurare totald, peretii bisericii s-au imbogitit cu icoane pretioase.
Una din ele reprezinta Acoperamantul Maicii Domnului.




Biserica ,Schimbarea la fata a Maicii Domnului” satul Pereni

Un capitol in istoria s. Pereni il constituie constructia bisericii din sat. Initial, a fost constru-
ita din lemn in 1808 de protopopul Goma din s. Ciuciuleni si preotul Apostol din Pereni.

In anul 1809, din porunca generalului Ilie Cotargiu, biserica a fost construiti ca un schit
al manistirii Hincu. Cu jumitate de sobor si trei pristoale. In anul 1943, a fost inchisa, reluan-
du-si activitatea in 1994.
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Biserica ,St. Nicolae Comuna Mingir

Comuna Mingir are o istorie de secole. La 23 iunie, 1519, gasim prima atestare documen-
tard a localitatii. In istoria ei seculard, a fost proprietate a mai multor entititi si persoane,
inclusiv a Mitropoliei Iasi, a Bisericii ,,Sf. Spiridon” din Iasi, a lui Dumitru Moruzi, frate al
voievodului Alexandru Moruzi, a boierului Constantin Bals.

Unul dintre cele mai importante lacasuri de cult este Biserica ,,Sf. Nicolae”, care, con-
form datelor Cartii de spovedanie, a fost construitd in 1803 din nuiele si lipita cu lut. A fost
reconstruitd din piatrd la 1880. In 1980, dupa o reparatie capitald, biserica a fost zugravita de
pictorul V. Sandu, iar peste un an a fost aurit iconostasul bisericii de catre maestrul de cultura
si arte A. Camenschi (Moscova). In biserica se afli mai multe icoane vechi si obiecte de cult
din sec. XVIII-XIX. Anterior, in localitate au existat biserici din lemn. Acest fapt este confiri
mat de preotii-parohi ai bisericii, care au slujit aici, si anume Onofrei Ghiteu (1742-1819),
Scarlat Mardare (1746-1821), Gheorghe Barzu (1766-1831). In prezent, paroh al bisericii este
parintele Vitalie Ursu.

Biserica de lemn din Cotul Morii

iserica de lemn din Cotul Morii este calificata drept obiect religios si e situat in comuna

Cotul Morii, raionul Hincesti. Cladirea a fost un monument de arhitecturd de importanta
nationala, inclus in Registrul monumentelor Republicii Moldova ocrotite de stat sub denu-
mirea ,,Biserica de lemn «Sf. Trifan»”. Se afla intr-o stare extrem de criticd, fiind afectatd de
inundatiile raului Prut in vara anului 2010. In cele din urma, a ars in intregime in urma unui
incendiu de la 31 martie 2019.

Biserica a fost construitd in 1812 din lut si lemn, initial ca o casa pentru preot, si purta
hramul , Nasterea Maicii Domnului”. Biserica dispunea de casa parohiald si in proprietatea ei
erau 18 hectare de teren arabil. Icoanele din interior dateazi din anii 1800. In anii 1929-1931,
parohia Cotul Morii se afla in protopopia cercului IT Hincesti, judetul Lapusna. Biserica nu mai
functioneazd din anii 1920 si a fost inchisa de autorititile sovietice in anii 1950, sétenii fiind
nevoiti sd isi boteze copiii in satul Gorban de peste Prut (judetul Iasi). Anul constructiei este
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contestat de locuitorii satului
si de unii reprezentanti ai
Ministerului Culturii, care
sustin cd biserica este ctitoria
fondatorilor satului, din 1621.

In 2008, reabilitarea
bisericii de lemn din Cotul
Morii era unul din obiec-
tivele selectate in cadrul
proiectului TACIS CBC
»Dezvoltarea  capacitatilor
investitionale zonei turistice
Hincesti-Leuseni’, dar resta-
urarea nu a mai avut loc. In
sat activeaza o biserica noua.

Mdndstirea Hincu

An 1678, intr-o zona de co-

dru, la izvorul raului Co-
gilnic (cca. 55 km vest de
Chisinau), marele stolnic
Mihalcea Hincu infiinteaza,
la rugamintea fiicei sale, o
manastire de maici. Biseri-
cile din lemn si chiliile mo-
nahale in secolul XVII sunt
deseori devastate de navairea
tatarilor. Din aceasta cauza,
Manastirea ,,Sf. Parascheva”
periodic ramane pustie. La

25 I



1835, este zidita din piatra biserica de vara in stil rus-bizantin, mai tarziu, la 1841, se inalta
biserica de iarna.

In perioada 1956-1990, minastirea este inchisi de autorititile sovietice, iar pe teritoriul
ei a functionat o bazi de odihni si de tratament a Ministerului Sanatitii. In 1990, la cererea
localnicilor din satele vecine, Médnastirea Hincu este redeschisd, devenind in scurt timp una
dintre cele mai bine amenajate si vizitate de turisti comunitati monahale.

In preajma manistirii se gasesc mai multe izvoare bogate in ap, unul dintre ele are o mi-
neralizare sporita. Mdnastirea poate fi vizitatd zilnic. Pentru doritori, sunt disponibile ghidajul
local si spatii de cazare.

Scoala de Arte din com. Sirata Galbena este o institutie cu traditie. In acest an, Scoala impli-
neste 45 de ani la deschidere. Pe parcursul acestor ani, aici au studiat mai multe generatii de
cz)pii, cu care institutia se mandreste foarte mult. Fostii absolventi fac parte azi din orchestre
prestigioase, precum ,, Lautarii’, Orchestra fratilor Advahov, Orchestra simfonica din Timisoa-
ra etc, practicindu-si meseria artisticd in diferite tiri de pe mapamond. La moment, institutia
cunoaste o etapd noud, gratie unui proiect de extindere a spatiului, initiat de Directia Cultura
si Turism si sustinut de Consiliul Raional Hincesti.

Scoala este frecventata de circa 130 de copii din diferite localitati, inclusiv din raionul
Leova, la urmitoarele compartimente: muzici, arti teatrald si artd plastici. In perspectivi, se
prevede si deschiderea unei grupe de mestesuguri (ceramica), in cadrul compartimentului arta
plastica, intrucat institutia dispune atat de mester care sa instruiasca copiii in acesta tehnica,
cét si cuptor pentru prelucrarea ceramicii. In acest mod, institutia va fi mai atrdgitoare pentru
copii, avand capacitatea de a inscrie la studii cat mai multi elevi.

Scoala de Arte din com. Cdrpineni, Hincesti

Scoala de Arte din com. Cérpineni, Hincesti, ofera posibilitatea elevilor din aceastd localita-
te, dar si din localitatile vecine, sd se ocupe de muzicd, desen si dans intr-un veritabil spatiu
ezluca‘;ional.

La scoala exista patru colective artistice — ansambluri ale vioristilor si naistilor, un cor si
un taraf. Copiii vorbesc cu mindrie despre paminteanul lor, Constantin Moscovici. Renumitul
naist a devenit un idol pentru micii artisti.

Sediul pentru scoala de arte a fost oferit de Primaria din localitate, iar reparatia si amenaja-
rea institutiei a fost finantatad din bugetul raionului Hincesti. Investitia valoreaza 1,5 milioane lei.



BIBLIOTEC

In prezent, reteaua de biblioteci din raionul Hincesti isi indeplineste in mare mésura functiile
specifice si atributiile ce-i revin, in ciuda numeroaselor schimbari atat de ordin politic cat si
economic, care genereazd fluctuatii de natura financiara si umana. Cu toate acestea bibliotecile
in mare parte reusesc, prin activitatile sale, sd isi valorifice colectiile de documente, sd ofere
servicii de specialitate unui public eterogen si sd organizeze, in nume propriu sau in colabora-
re, evenimente relevante deopotriva pentru specialisti si publicul larg.

Cadrul legislativ si de reglementare, elaborat in ultimii ani, orienteaza bibliotecile publice
spre implicarea cat mai activa si eficienta in dezvoltarea comunitétilor din teritoriu. Directia
Cultura si Turism este institutia care coordoneaza activitatea bibliotecilor si se ocupd de sin-
teza si analiza datelor privind activitatea intregului Sistem de biblioteci din raionul Hincesti.
Astfel, reteaua bibliotecilor publice din raion cuprinde 51 de unitéti, inclusiv Biblioteca Pu-
blici Raionald ,,I.P.S. Antonie Plamadeald” cu categoria de evaluare I, 16 biblioteci publice cu
categoria de evaluare II, 34 de biblioteci publice cu categoria de evaluare III. Biblioteca publica
raionald ,,I.P.S. Antonie Pliamadeald” este Centru metodologic pentru intreagul sistem de bibli-
oteci publice din raion.

Misiunea de bazd a bibliotecilor din reteaua de biblioteci a raionului Hincesti a fost si
ramane a fi promovarea cartii si lecturii printre utilizatorii de toate varstele, ele servind drept
punct central de conectare a cetatenilor la informatii valoroase, promovand accesul la valorile
universale facilitind procesul de cunoastere a valorilor nationale.

Muzee si Obiective Turistice

In raionul Hincesti se afla un numar de 231 monumente. Dintre ele, conform genului, de
istorie sunt 82, ale gloriei militare — 44, de arhitecturd - 45, de artd - 2, de arheologie - 102 s.a.
Dupa categorie, dispunem de 143 monumente de importanta nationala si 88 — de cea locala.

Printre institutiile de cultura, Muzeul de Istorie si Studiere a Tinutului Natal din munici-
piul Hincesti ocupd un loc aparte, iar Castelul de Vanatoare al boierului Manuc-Bey, construit
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in anul 1881 dupa proiectul arhitectului Bernardazzi, reprezintd un monument de arhitectura
din jumatatea a doua a sec. XIX cu valoare istorica, documentara, artisticd, etnograficd, natu-
rald, memoriala, atestatd ca valoare nationala.

The development, through extension or restoration works, of two cultural, historical and
architectural monuments - the Gheorghiade House — Cultural Center “Lower Danube” Galati,
Romania (extension), and Steam Mill, Mereseni, Hincesti, Republic of Moldova (restoration);

Promotion of the cultural and historical local tangible and intangible heritage among the
inhabitants and visitors of the Galati and Hincesti regions;

Establishing a strategic vision for the exploitation and sustainable promotion of the local
cultural and historical heritage in the Galati and Hincesti regions.

The total value of the project is 1,737,165.98 Euros, it being implemented by TAU Galati
County, through the Galati County Council, Romania, the Hincesti District Council, Republic
of Moldova, the “Lower Danube” Cultural Center, Galati, Romania, and the Mereseni Com-
mune Mayor Hall, Republic of Moldova.

On the Moldovan side, Partners 2 and 4 in the project propose restoration of a Steam Mill,
dating from the beginning of the 20th Century, partially functional even now. The mill is also
an object of the architectural heritage. It is expected that, by restoring the respective object,
preserving its destination, and, respectively, by arranging the adjacent territory (1 ha), a com-
plex with a regional cultural-historical specific will be created, existing the possibility of its use
both in cultural and leisure purposes.
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RATIONALE

Located in the heart of the country, in the Secular Forests area, the Hincest District is a
veritable visiting card of the Republic of Moldova. Places with deep roots in history, with
worthy and hospitable people during whole generations — these are the first characteristics
of Hincesti District. Benefiting from a particularly advantageous geographical position, with
an enviable natural setting, its potential makes possible a promising economic development.
With an area of over 1480 square kilometers, 63 localities and about 120,000 inhabitants, the
Hincesti District is among the top 3 the largest in the country. Its territory is crossed by the in-
ternational road corridor M21 Balkans, and through the Leuseni International Customs there
is an intense movement of goods, passengers and tourists to and from the European Union.

The administrative center of the district is the Hincesti Municipality - a town populated
by approximately 18 thousand citizens, which registers an impressive dynamic, where the ma-
jority of industrial, economic, commercial units, banks, state and socio-cultural institutions
are concentrated.

The relief of the district is predominantly hilly with heights between 100 and 350 m and is
differentiated into three areas: forests, steppe - hilly forests and the Prut steppe. The territory
of the district corresponds to an inhomogeneous surface of chernozem, some parts contain
clayey soils. Hincesti District has over 72 thousand hectares of agricultural land and 39 thou-
sand ha of forests. The favorable natural conditions of the district mean a real strength. Such
factors as the hilly relief, the composition of the soils, the large number of sunny days, the
existence of vast pasture lands, massive forests, foster the practice of agriculture, viticulture
and winemaking, fruit growing, vegetable growing, animal husbandry, collecting honey and
bee products, etc.

The lack or limitation of mineral deposits and natural wealth does not seem to despair the
local population, as this gap is generously compensated with another potential - the historical,
cultural ones, the customs, traditions, talented people in different domains.

Hincesti District has a special historical importance. In this sense, its route starts from the
beginnings of prehistoric civilizations, with a smooth transition into antiquity, making a stopo-
ver in the Middle Ages, reaching the century 19th Century and further into the contemporary
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era. Archaeological excavations have discovered in the villages of Ciuciuleni, Calmatui and
Stolnieni etc. vestiges of the Cucuteni-Tripolie Civilization and, respectively, a Geto-Dacian
fortress, dating from the IV-III centuries BC. In the Middle Ages, the famous Moldovan Road
passed through the current territory of the district, which provided a link between the East
and the West. And the travelers and merchants, tired in their long peregrinations, could find
shelter and food at the local inns and borrows, get small repairs, blacksmithing, other servi-
ces they needed, etc. Many communities in the district can be proud of a medieval hearth, an
Orthodox place of worship or a historical monument. Some of them have an unique value: the
Royal Court from Lapusna, the Wooden Church from Cotul Morii, the Hincu Monastery, the
Manuc-Bey Complex from Hincesti Town and others.

The large rural communities — Carpineni, Lapusna, Sarata Galbena, Pascani, in addition
to their historical appearance, are also notable for their carefully preserved traditions to this
day, for their skilled folk craftsmen, whose fame goes beyond the local area. Together with the
Hincesti Municipality, these localities can become real poles for the preservation and promo-
tion of the district’s cultural heritage.

Through this booklet, the authors have tried to achieve a task that was imposed a long
time ago: the systematization of cultural and historical values, at the district level, which are
absolutely admirable, but, nevertheless, remained somehow dispersed and largely unknown
to the enthusiasts of beauty, tourists and foreign visitors of our district. At the same time, the
work will facilitate the activity within the same project on achieving another objective/ex-
pected deliverable - the development of the local strategy for valorization of the cultural and
historical heritage in Hincesti District.



HISTORICAL HERITAGE

Historical reflections

Hincesti District has written unique pages in its history, that refer to the existence of the
culture belonging to one of the earliest civilizations in Europe, established a few centuries
before the appearance of human settlements in Mesopotamia and Ancient Egypt, and namely
the Cucuteni-Tripolie culture (6th-3rd millennia BC). The name comes from the localities
near which its vestiges were discovered for the first time (Cucuteni - a village near Iasi (Ro-
mania) and Tripolie - a locality in Ukraine), Hincesti District being located on the southern
borders of the central part of this formations.

In 1978, the young archaeologist lon EREMIA, being preoccupied with expeditions, ar-
chaeological excavations, but also with the history of his native village, Ciuciuleni, Hincesti
District, undertakes a series of periegesis, resulted in the discovery of seven settlements, two
of which were attributed to the Cucuteni-Tripolie culture and five - to the Getic communities.

The representatives of the Cucutenian civilization had agriculture and animal breeding
as their main occupations. They cultivated wheat, barley, millet, peas, hemp and grapes. The
fields were worked with a harrow made of deer horns or wood with a stone tip. Later, the land
will be cultivated with the help of a special plow, to which draft animals were yoked. The har-
vest was collected with wooden scythes with flint blades and copper sickles. The Cucutenians
raised various domestic animals, such as large and small horned cattle, horses and pigs, and
among birds - chickens. Hunting had a secondary role. While crafts, on the contrary, held an
important place. People of those times made many types of objects from flint, stone, bone,
horn, clay, shell and copper. As work tools, they used the sickle, the drill, the coulter, the hoe.

The degree of processing ceramics has reached a high level of development. Cucutenian
vessels are of different shapes and very beautifully decorated with colorful designs. To make it
more resistant, the potters fired the pottery in special kilns. The predominant colors on Cucu-
teni ceramics are red, white and black. Another occupation was weaving. The weaving of fabrics
from sheep’s wool and hemp was practiced. The Cucutenians practiced metallurgy and knew
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the technique of obtaining and processing copper, from which they made knives, rolling pins,
needles, and later sickles, axes, daggers, decorative objects (mergles, pendants, bracelets etc.).

The next distinct stage is Antiquity, especially the period when the Geto-Dacians lived
in these lands (IV-III Centuries before Christ) and the times after the conquest of Dacia by
the Roman Empire. The proof for this is the numerous characteristic objects, discovered by
archaeologists in a series of localities from the District.

For later period, detailed historical data are hardly found (due to various invasions and
ravages, to which the barbarian, warrior and nomadic tribes resorted), but they appeared in
abundance in the Middle Ages, starting from the 14th, 15th and further centuries, in official
documents, charters, property documents, etc. from the reigns of Alexandru cel Bun, Stefan
cel Mare, Alexandru Lapusneanu, etc.

Localities with the oldest origins
CIUCIULENI

rchaeological sites discovered by professor lon EREMIA near the village of Ciuciuleni,

Hincesti District.

Ciuciuleni I. The site is about 4 km northwest of the village of Ciuciuleni, on the bank left
side of the Cogalnic river, at the point called “Tabuceasca” by the locals, on the bank of a pond
with the same name. The settlement has dimensions of approx. 150 x 50-70 m and is located
on a not too high promontory. Ceramic fragments and pieces of burnt clay were collected from
the soil surface. The ceramics, according to their morphology, firing and color, were assigned
by V. Marchevici to phase B of the Tripolie culture.

Ciuciulenii II. The site is located approximately 1.5 km west of the northwestern edge of
the village, on a high plateau, called “Dealul Poienii” by the locals. The settlement has the di-
mensions of approx. 200 x 50-70 m, being oriented with the long side in the north-southern
direction. On the surface of the soil, were discovered: an anthropomorphic statuette, a fusa-
iola, fragments of Getic ceramics, fragments of Greek amphorae and pieces of burnt clay with
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imprints of sticks. According to the discovered vestiges, the site can be attributed to the Getic
communities of the 4th-3rd Centuries before Christ.

Ciuciuleni III. The site is located approx. 2 km southwest of the center of the village, to the
right of the country road, that connects the Ciuciuleni and Pereni villages, in the place of “Va-
lea Lacului”. There is a well about 100 m south. The settlement has dimensions of approx. 150 x
50 m, being oriented with the long axis north-south. Fragments of hand-shaped containers,
tools with relief decoration (belts, protrusions, etc.) were collected from the soil surface. Such
vessels, according to their morphology, firing, color and ornamentation, can be attributed to
the Getic communities of the 4th-3rd Centuries BC.

Ciuciuleni IV. The site is about 100 m north from the northern end of the village, on the banks
of the Costeasa stream, a left tributary of the Cogalnic. The settlement stretches from north to south,
along the left bank of the stream, over a distance of about 800 m, with a width of about 80 m. Numer-
ous fragments of hand-shaped pottery and a few fragments were discovered on the ground surface
from containers worked on the potter’s wheel. Hand-moulded ceramics are represented by fragments
of sticks and pots, some decorated with alveolar ridges or supporting protrusions. The one worked on
the potter’s wheel represents fragments of Greek amphorae. According to the recovered material, the
settlement can be attributed to the Getic communities of the 4th-3rd Centuries BC.

Ciuciuleni V. The site is located approx. 200 m south of the town, on the right bank of the
Cogalnic river, to the right of the field road that leads to the Draguseni Village. The settlement,
with dimensions of 200 x 75 m, is located on a not too large promontory, oriented north-south.
On the surface of the soil were discovered: a shale stone ax, a flint point, ceramic fragments
(cups, binocular dishes, bowls), pieces of burnt clay and fragments of animal bones. According
to the discovered inventory, the settlement was assigned to the late Tripolie period.

Ciuciuleni VI. The site is located approx. 250 m. west from the southwestern edge of the
village, on a promontory, called “Voloaca” by the locals. The settlement, with dimensions of
200 x 50 m, is oriented with its long side in the southeast-northwest direction. Fragments of
Getic pottery, fragments of animal bones and pieces of burnt clay, some with sticks imprints,
were discovered on the surface of the soil.

Dragusenii Noi. The settlement is located approx. 700 m west of the center of the village, on
the right of the Draguseni-Lozova road. Large pieces of burnt clay with traces of sticks and poles,
as well as several fragments of Getic pottery from the 4th-3rd Centuries 4th-3rd Centuries BC.
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The archaeological site from Stolniceni Village

he archaeological site is located in the forest nearby Stolniceni Village, representing a point

of attraction. According to the documents, the first researches at the Geto-Dacian fortress
were carried out more than eight decades ago, in 1933, by specialists from the “Alexandru Ioan
Cuza” University from Iasi. Then, almost a decade and a half, the fortress is forgotten. Another
ten years (from 1947 to 1957) of curiosity followed. The discovered materials show that this
fortress belonged to the Geto-Dacians. Archaeologists, in addition to human skeletons, also
found pieces of pottery, knives, brooches, bracelets, arrowheads, as well as other objects dating
back to the 4th-3rd centuries BC. Several objects found at the Stolniceni site are stored in two
museums — the History Museum and the State University of Moldova.

There were discovered inside traces of funerary arrangements, cultic deposits (human
and animal sacrifices, brought in honor of some divinities), construction elements, the charac-
ter of which remains, for the time being, uncertain. For the most part, the discoveries made fall
into the period of the 4th-3rd Centuries BC, being characteristic to the Getic culture.

CALMATUI

he Calmatui Village is one of the oldest yeoman localities in the Prut Meadow, attested in
1439 (other historical sources indicate July, 1448).

As a result of the archaeological excavations, at the mouth of the Calmatui Valley, the re-
mains of furnaces for melting metal in domestic conditions were brought to the surface, the peri-
od attributed to the Tripolie culture. Then a village appeared here after the conquest of Decebalus’
Dacia by the armies of the Roman Empire under the leadership of the emperor Trajan. The ce-
metery of the ancient village was discovered. Human bones and various objects from the Roman
era were found on its site. Then the nomads, who came to these places from the Asian steppes, for
the spoils of war, left as a memory a mound made of earth on the place, where the warriors, fallen
in battle with the natives, are buried. The hearth of the village was formed from the merger of
two hamlets - Geamini and Calmatui. The first hamlet was born on the estate of the boyar Ioan
Geamdnul and bore his name, the second indicates the geographical name of the Calmatui valley.
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Both names are frequently found in old documents. In four documents, signed by Stefan cel Mare
after 1457, we find the archers Ioan Geamanul, Sandru Onica, Manoila Cioplescu as owners of
parts of the estate at “Calmatui under the mounds, over the Prut, in the land of Lapusna”.

MERESENI

he scientist Ion HINCU, in his work “Ancestors from the Republic of Moldova”, writes:

“Archaeologists have identified in Mereseni the traces of a village founded after the conqu-
est of Dacia by the armies of the Roman Empire in the year 106. Its inhabitants cultivated the
land, raised cattle, built spacious houses, maintained intense trade relations with neighboring
cities. The village ended its existence in the year 376, when it was devastated and burned down
following the invasion of the Huns, and several archaeological materials from the Roman pe-
riod were collected on its hearth”.

The current village was mentioned for the first time on September 14, 1621 during the
reign of Voivode Ilias (Documents regarding the History of Romania. 17th Century. A. Mol-
dova. Bucharest, 1957, vol. V). A record of the great nobles from the Royal Court has been
preserved, by which Ionascu Negruta, the son of the elder Negruta, sells half an estate in the
Village of Mereseni to Enache the seneschal for 30 gold coins. The village there already existed,
because the same record states about its antiquity “...whose privilege he lost because of the
Tatars, when Stefan Tomsa came to the Dominion” Ruler Radu Mihnea confirms this purchase
on March 25, 1624. The archives also kept other charters - from May 30, 1669, May 25, 1731,
August 13, 1757, June 1, 1768. Some pages about the history of this village, around 18th Cen-
tury, will write the researchers concerned with the fate of the villagers retreated to the Forest
in attempt to escape from the Tatars, then from the Russian army during the Russian-Turkish
war of 1769-1774. Only after 1812, when the occupation became stable, the peasants hidden
in the forests began to return to their nests. In 1897, Mereseni entered the category of Bessa-
rabian localities, that exceeded the number of 500 persons, in that year 705 people were regis-
tered here. By 1912, the village had 210 households and 824 inhabitants, peasants owned 738
desetins of land, the boyar Alexandru Leonard had 2,674 plots, Ecaterina Leonard - 850 plots,
Elena Leonard - 200 plots. After the reunion of the two banks of the Prut, in September 1922,
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the Romanian land institution “Casa Noastra” appropriated 214 peasants from Mereseni with
923 ha of land, which came back to them from the reduction of the manorial estates.

After the terrible storm of 1896, when the village was left without windmills, the boyar Ale-
xandru Leonard made the decision to build a steam mill and an oil mill in Mereseni. He brought
modern outfit from Germany, invited very skilful craftsmen Efim Orlov and his son Izot from
Chisinau as builders. The latter then remained to live in the village, working as a mechanic at
the steam mill and the oil mill until 1944. His daughter, Claudia, born in Mereseni, finished the
Pedagogical College in Célarasi and worked as a teacher in her native village for 40 years. Her
husband, Boris Harjevschi, for 14 years, served as director of the school in Mereseni.

LAPUSNA

apusna is one of the oldest settlements in Moldova, being mentioned for the first time in a
document issued by Alexandru cel Bun in 1429. Lapusna was also a customs point at the
crossroads of European roads and over time had become one of the most known boroughs.
Here is also the Royal Court, which belonged to the Lord Alexandru Lapusneanu, and which
is said to have been his residence for years.
Lapusna is located 18 km north-west of Hincesti and 54 km south-west of Chisinau.
Alexandru Lapusneanu was a Lord of Moldavia, who reigned between September 1552 -
November 18, 1561 and October 1564 — March 9, 1568. His figure was popularized by the
writer Costache Negruzzi, who immortalized him in the short story “Alexandru Lapusneanu”,
attributing to him the famous phrases “If I get up, I'll pop over many of you, too...” and “If
you don’t want me, I want you...”. Lapusneanu maintained good trade relations with Transyl-
vania, where he had the citadel of Ciceu. Painters came from Venice to paint its monasteries:
Slatina and Pangarati. With his money, he decorated the churches on Athos Mountain and the
Romanian Orthodox Church in Lviv, Poland. The chronicler monk Eftimie glorifies the rule of
Lapusneanu. These benefits came as a result of his repentance, after the many sins committed.
Lapusneanu’s second reign is told in Costache Negruzzi’s homonymous novel. He also moved
the country’s capital to Iasi.
About Lapusneanu’s Royal Court is known to have existed specifically in the Lapusna
area, but the exact location is unknown. After long research by historians and archaeologists, it
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was concluded that the Court from almost 500 years ago would have been located probably in
the place where the Royal Court Complex is being built today. It would have been used from
the end of the 15th Century until the middle of the 16th Century.

CATELENI

he first descriptions of these places appear in the history of the wars of the locals with the
migrating hordes. The dead were buried in high mounds of earth. Such a burial mound is
still today near Cateleni.

The first mention of this village appears on June 25, 1555, when Alexandru Lapusneanu,
lord of Moldova, gave his servant Habiac, the elder, the Village of Cateleni, on the border with
Hlapesti (actual Nemteni), a fact attested in a document dated July 25, 1565 from Iasi. From
this document we learn that the Village of Cateleni, which keeps its name even today, borders
the Village of Nemteni, located at a distance of 2-3 km, on its eastern side, where the Nirnova
river flows.

HINCESTI

In the Middle Ages, the only accessible trade way between Asian and European countries
passed through the territory of the town, called the “Moldovan Road”. At the foothills of
this trade route, the town of Hincesti appeared, located in a huge natural amphitheater, in the
enchanting valley of the Cogalnic-Bucium river.

The name of the Town of Hincesti is directly related to the Moldovan Hincu boyars, who-
se most prominent representative was the serdar Mihalcea Hincu.

The documents mention this locality for the first time in the year 1522, on August 17. At
that time, Hincesti market was an important commercial locality of the Moldovan state, being
something intermediate between the village and the town, with an inn for foreign merchants,
where they feasted and rested.

After the Russian-Turkish war from 1806-1812, Manuc Bei Mirzaian, outstanding per-
sonality, Dragoman of Turkey, for the services provided to the Russian generals in negotiati-
ons with Turkey, acquires the permission of the Russian Tsar to settle in one of the beautiful
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localities of Bessarabia. He buys the estate with the mansion that belonged to him from the
Iamandi boyar and settles with his family in Hincesti. In the years 1880-1890, in Hincesti there
were 5,098 inhabitants, 587 households, several churches, including an Armenian one, four
houses of Jewish prayers, two schools, a zemstva hospital and several factories including: three
for leather processing, six for dyeing, one for spirits, one for candles and one for making bricks.

Din 1944 pana in 1965, a fost denumit Kotovskoe in cinstea lui Grigori Kotovski, un con-
ducdtor militar din cadrul Armatei Rosii in timpul Razboiului Civil Rus, dar si o personalitate
istorica controversata, care se nascuse aici.

BOGHICENI

he village has unique tourist attractions from Hincesti District. For several years, in Boghi-
ceni there has been talked about the so-called Treasury or, in other words, the Turk’s Ce-
llar. The legend reveals that the Turks hid a large amount of gold and valuables here. The cellar
is located in a hillock and overlooks a spring with cobbled banks to prevent it from collapsing.

Staniste, as the area is called, is the hearth of Boghiceni Village, a place well protected
from the eyes of the world and hit by natural calamities. Currently the cellar cannot be visited
because the entrance is broken.

Next to Beciul Turcului is also the old cemetery, with a former wooden church, tombs,
crosses and inscriptions from the 19th - early 20th century.

In the northern part of the village, there is a monument of nature - the Secular Meadow,
in which secular poplars grow, which covers an area of 2.5 ha. The legend about the dragon
who attacks people coming here with bad intentions, is also linked to the meadow.

This place, for many years, was protected and cared for by the Leonardo dynasty of local
boyars. Near the meadow there is a lake of about 2 ha, surrounded by a picturesque landscape.

In the village is situated and has been preserved the house where the oenologist scientist,
academician Petru Ungureanu lived.

Not far away, stands the Church dedicated to “Saints Peter and Paul’, built between 1850-
1873, under the patronage of the boyar Leonardo. In his time, the boyar had extensive estates,
a mansion and 2 alcohol factories.
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CULTURAL HERITAGE

incesti district has a large number of heritage values, such as museums, historical and art

monuments, architectural complexes, churches and monasteries. Here we can mention
the “John the Baptist” Cathedral in Carpineni Village, the Hincu Monastery, the Church from
Lapusna Village, the Manuc-Bey Historical-Architectural Complex, the Museum of History
and Ethnography from Hincesti Town, hosted by Ilamandi House, which occupy a special place
and have a national cultural value.

Churches

Church of the “Grand Voivodes Michael and Gabriel, Lapusna Commune

Aroyal document from the National Archives of the Republic of Moldova says that the
construction of the church, which was originally made of wood, was erected in 1801, and
in January 1814 it was built of stone, with the help of the parish from Lapusna Commune.
The construction of the church was completed in the years 1818-1819, blessed by Ioan Dimi-
triu — a resident of the Buiucani Sector, Chisinau, and sanctified by Metropolitan Gavriil Ba-
nulescu-Bodoni, with the patronage of “The Most Holy Grand Voivodes Michael and Gabriel”.

In 1861, a parochial primary school was opened in the Lapusna Village, where the priest
and the psalm reader activated as teachers. The Church from Lapusna, according to its archi-
tectural layout, is related to churches built in the 16th century in Vallachia.

The Negrea Village Monastery

he Negrea Village Monastery, under construction, is a new monastery that is being
built nowadays from the very foundation. The main basis for the construction of this
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holy place is the former church of the Negrea Village, which was built in 1878. The church was
placed by our grandparents in a wonderful place, near the forest. If this church were willing
to speak, it could tell us much more than what the Christians, who lived in this locality, have
been confessing since its construction until nowadays. From their confessions, we learn that
divine service was carried out in the village church until the summer of 1969, the last priest
being Filip Zagnat. In the summer of 1969, a great calamity hit this village: a massive landslide
practically demolished all the houses in the village. These landslides reached a few meters from
the church and, bypassing it, changed their direction to the right and to the left, leaving behind
the holy place untouched, with only a few insignificant cracks.

The Holy Mass of Holy Sunday of 1969 was the last, because the church was later clo-
sed. None of those Christians thought that the closure of this place would take a long time,
but unfortunately it lasted for almost 30 years, until 1988. During this period, the Christi-
ans securely kept the keys of the and didn’t give them to anyone to avoid cases of its trans-
formation (as happened in other places) into warehouses, shops, clubs and other pla-
ces of entertainment. They understood, although there were great pressures that holy
things must not be trampled upon. They tried, with their own strength, to keep the do-
ors of the church locked and every year ensured repairs within it. Thanks to people like
them, the icons and all the church attributes have been preserved for it to function today.

In 1997, the Department of Religions, through Order No. 40, registered the Negrea Mo-
nastery (under construction), and on October 31, 2000, the gates of this monastery were ope-
ned wide.

In August 2004, the bishop of Cahul and Lapusna, Anatolie, and of Edinet and Briceni,
Dorimedont, together with a large congregation of priests, consecrated the Summer Church,
built in honor of the “The Assumption of the Virgin Mary”.

Church of “The Saint Great Martyr George” from Ciuciuleni Village

The initiative to build the church belongs to the priest Petru Cernautean. The constructi-
on began in 1912. The church differs from others in the district by its size, it is large. It is built
in the form of the holy cross from small stone blocks brought from the Bujor Village. Old pain-
ting is well preserved. In the church there are religious books from the 17th-19th centuries.



Church of the "Assumption of the Virgin Mary’, Obileni Village

he legend says: in 1919, the Christian Dimitriu Ilii found a treasure of gold together with
the Christians from the village Andros Vasile, Velescu Dimitrii, Tirdea Petru, and they
decided to build a holy church with this money.

The construction of the church lasted until 1929. The length of the construction was cau-
sed by the lack of stone and lime. These materials were brought from the proximity of Chisinau
by oxen carriages, at a distance of about 100 km. The church was built of stone in the form of a
cross by specialists invited from Italy. In 1930, the church was sanctified by His Holiness Kirill,
Metropolitan of Bessarabia and Hotin.

In 1991, after a total restoration, the walls of the church were enriched with precious
icons. One of them represents the Covenant of the God’s Mother.

Church of the “Change of the Lord’s Mother Appearance’, Pereni Village

Achapter in the history of s. Pereni is the construction of the church. Initially, it was built
of wood in 1808 by the dean Goma from Ciuciuleni Village and the priest Apostol from
Pereni.

In 1809, through the order of General Ilie Cotargiu, the church was built as a hermitage of
the Hincu Monastery. With half a cathedral and three pristols. In 1943, it was closed, restarting
its activity in 1994.

Church of the “Saint Nicolae’ Mingir Village

he Mingir commune has a centuries-old history. On June 23, 1519, we find the first docu-

mentary attestation of the locality. In its secular history, it was the property of several en-

tities and persons, including the Iasi Metropolitanate, the “St. Spiridon” from Iasi, of Dumitru
Moruzi, brother of the Voivode Alexandru Moruzi, of boyar Constantin Bals.

One of the most important places of worship is the Church “St. Nicolae”, which, according

to the Confession Book, was built in 1803 from rods glued with clay. It was rebuilt from stone

in 1880. In 1980, after a capital repair, the church was painted by the painter V. Sandu, and a
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year later the iconostasis of the church was gilded by the master of culture and arts A. Camen-
schi (Moscow). There are several old icons and objects of worship from 18th—-19th centuries in
the church. Previously, there were wooden churches in the locality. This fact is confirmed by
the parish priests of the church, who served here, namely Onofrei Ghiteu (1742-1819), Scarlat
Mardare (1746-1821), Gheorghe Barzu (1766-831). Currently, the parish priest of the church
is Father Vitalie Ursu.

The wooden church from Cotul Morii

he wooden church from Cotul Morii is qualified as a religious object dated from 1812.

The building was an architectural monument of national importance, included in the
Register of monuments of Republic of Moldova protected by the state under the name “Wo-
oden Church ‘St. Trifan™ It was in an extremely critical condition, being affected by the
floods of the Prut River in the summer of 2010. Finally, it burned down entirely in a fire on
March 31, 2019.

The church was built in 1812 from clay and wood, originally as a house for the priest,
and was named “The Birth of the Virgin Mary”. The church had a parish house and it owned
18 hectares of arable lands. The icons inside date from the 1800s. In the years 1929-1931,
the Cotul Morii parish was in the deanery of the 2nd Hincesti circle, Lapusna County. The
church had not been functioning since the 1920s and was closed by the Soviet authorities in
the 1950s, forcing the villagers to baptize their children in the village Gorban over the Prut
(Iasi County). The year of construction is disputed by the local inhabitants and by some
representatives of the Ministry of Culture, who claim that the church had been managed by
the founders of the village, since 1621.

In 2008, the rehabilitation of the wooden church in Cotul Morii was one of the objectives estab-
lished within the TACIS CBC project “Development of the investment capacities of the Hincesti-Le-
useni tourist area’, but the restoration never took place. Now, a new church is active in the village.
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Hincu Monastery

In 1678, in a wooded area, at the springs of the Cogalnic river (approx. 55 km west of Chi-
sinau), the great stolnic Mihalcea Hincu founded, at the request of his daughter, a nunnery.
The wooden churches and monastic cells in the 17th century were often devastated by the in-
vading Tatars. Because of this, the Monastery “St. Parascheva” periodically remained deserted.
In 1835, a summer church in the Russian-Byzantine style was built of stone. Later, in 1841, the
winter church was erected.

In the period 1956-1990, the monastery was closed by the Soviet authorities, and a rest
and treatment base of the Ministry of Health operated on its territory. In 1990, at the request
of the locals from the neighboring villages, the Hincu Monastery was reopened, becoming in a
short time one of the best arranged monastic communities visited by tourists.

Around the monastery there are several springs rich in water, one of them has increased
mineralization. The monastery can be visited daily. For those who wish, local guidance and
accommodation are available.

The national festival-competition of popular music performers in memory of the singer
Angela Pdduraru “Song - the joy of my life”. 6 editions were organized - 5 at district level
and one edition - at national level. The 6th national edition was organized in partnership
with the National Center for Conservation and Promotion of Intangible Cultural Herita-
ge (CCPICH). All 6 editions took place in the village of Nemteni, the native locality of the
singer Angela Pdduraru. The 7th edition forecasted the year 2023, will take place in the
premises of the Hincesti District Palace of Culture on August 27.

The festival - regional light music competition “Song — vibration of the soul’, is organized
on the occasion of the National Holidays “Independence Day” and “Our Language”. 5 edi-
tions have been organized so far, where children, young people and adults with vocal-in-
terpretive skills have been promoted. This festival stood out for its elegance and tendency
to promote local light music and national singer-songwriters. All participants perform
songs only in Romanian. In 2024, the 6th edition will be organized on August 31.
National Theater Festival-Competition “Theatrical Ramp”. It is an impressive competi-
tion, which takes place in 2 compartments: Group and Individual. The first 3 editions
took place in the village of Mingir, based on the Theater Troupe for Children and Youth
“Ghioceii’, directed by Mr. Mihai Sirbu, collective bearing the Model Title of the Hincesti
Culture and Tourism Department.

The 4th edition of 2021 was held online, due to the pandemic, where groups from all
over the country and Romania participated, the reception of offers, the judging and the
award took place at the Regional House of Culture. And the 5th edition will take place in
March 2023. Partners of the Festival are CNCPPCI and Mingir Commune Mayor Hall.
International Interethnic Festival of Folk Song and Dance “This is the game from the an-
cestors”. This Festival is organized in partnership with the Sarata Galbena Mayor Hall and
on the basis of the collective with the Model Title of the Hincesti Culture and Tourism



Department — the Popular Music and Dance Ensemble “Arcusul”, choreographer Negru
Ion, art drector Botgros Vasile, being a continuation of the cross-border project “As diffe-
rent as we are — 7 ethnia at the Black Sea”. Ensembles of different ethnic groups from the
country, as well as from Ukraine and Romania, participate in the Festival.

In 2022, on September 11, the 5th edition took place, where 15 ensembles from
Ukraine, UTA Gagauzia, Cricova Town, the Districts of Floresti, Cantemir, Hincesti and
others have been present.

The District festival of the Pascal song “Christ is Risen”. Folk ensembles participate in the
Festival, performing Easter songs or presenting moments from the life and death of the
Savior Jesus Christ. The first 3 editions were held in the Carpineni Commune, and the next
2 editions will be hosted in Caracui Village. In 2023, 6th edition will take place during the
Easter holidays. the This festival is organized in partnership with Caracui Mayor Hall.
District festival of traditions and customs of Pentecost and Holy Sunday “Rosalia”. It is
carried out by rotation in the villages of Pascani, Pereni, Secdreni and Cornesti, in part-
nership with the mayor halls of the above-mentioned localities. Folkloric collectives take
part in the Festival, bringing out the anonymity and promoting folk song and dance, as
well as the traditions and customs of Pentecost and Holy Sunday, specific to each locality
in the district. In 2022, in June, the 4th edition took place in the village of Pascani.

The regional festival of folklore, pastoral and plain traditions “Miorita”. This festival is
held in Leuseni Commune in partnership with Leuseni Mayor Hall and on the basis of
the Model Title collective of the Hincesti Culture and Tourism Department “Prutulet’,
artistic director Iacob Valentina. Folk song and dance ensembles, dramatic and folkloric
circles participate in the festival, whose repertoire necessarily includes songs, dances or
traditions specific to mioritic occupations. In 2023, on May 6, the day when Saint George
is celebrated, the 4th edition will take place.

Gastro-ethno-folkloric festival “Peony flower of longing — sweet is bread from the oven”.
The festival takes place in May in the village of Bujor and is based on the master class of
baking traditional bread in the ovens that are next to the House of Culture. Folk song and
dance groups are also promoted through the artistic programs. In 2022, the 3rd edition
took place. It is organized in partnership with Bujor Mayor Hall.

The district festival “Ilove my ancestral fashion” is organized on the occasion of the National
People’s Fashion Day, which is celebrated on the last Sunday of June. Artistic collectives
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that promote traditional culture and authentic folk costumes participate in the festival.
It takes place in the premises of the Hincesti District Palace of Culture. In 2023, the 2nd
edition will take place.

Every year at the end of December, the District Festival of winter traditions and customs
“De urat v-am tot ura” is organized, where there are participating artistic collectives, whi-
ch include include in the program carols, crowds, games with zoomorphic masks, winter
traditions and customs, being a real show of characters and traditional attributes. The
festival takes place in the Hincesti District Palace of Culture.

The district festival-competition “Golden Autumn” is organized in the context of the Na-
tional Wine Day. The best artistic collectives of the district that promote cultural-artistic
values and moments specific to the autumn period participate.

The district competition “Dragobetele - kiss the girls” is dedicated to the Dragobete holi-
day. Pairs of young people from the localities of the district participate in the contest, the
traditions of dragobete, the talented young people and the mentors who prepare them are
promoted. Folk costume and knowledge of Dragobete traditions are mandatory moments
included in the regulation.

The district TVC entertainment contest is organized in November in the context of the
National Youth Day. Each edition has a theme and generic that aims to highlight some
of the gaps of behaviour observed and how to avoid them in everyday life. Teams formed
by young people from different localities of the district participate in the competition. In
2017, the first edition took place, so far 4 editions have been held.

During all the festivals, the folk costume parade takes place;

CULTURAL POTENTIAL

n addition to the functional framework and infrastructure specific to the field (cultural
houses, libraries, museums, etc.), it is very important to take into account the fact that the
Hincesti District has a considerable cultural potential, such as the numerous collectives of eth-
nographic and folklore creation, folk craftsmen. Currently, 145 folk craftsmen are known, of
which 10 are members of the Union of Folk Craftsmen. Musical folklore has a special value, be-
ing represented by ethno-folkloric ensembles of adults and children, popular music orchestras.

Folk ensembles and other formations

urrently, on the territory of the Hincesti District, 22 artistic collectives with the Model

Title, 3 craft centers and 61 circles and amateur formations are active.

The presence of this human potential favored the organization of several above-mentio-
ned festivals, which are already becoming a tradition for the district and not only.

ART EDUCATION

he educational process in schools is provided by qualified teachers. The average age of
teachers and concertmasters is 50 years. Over the years, teachers have participated in con-
tinuous professional training activities, obtaining various teaching degrees
Artistic education is requested by children aged between 7-12 years. From the range of
specialties offered by specialized artistic education institutions, the most requested remain
music and visual arts.
All institutions manage study spaces, which, however, partially meet educational needs.
This situation leads to the conclusion that the existing infrastructure is used to its full capacity.
In the context of the demographic decline, the number of institutions is still preserved, the
capacity of which is used to the maximum.

The School of Arts from Sarata Galbena Commune

he School of Arts from Sarata Galbena Commune is an institution with tradition. This
year, the School celebrates 45 years since its opening. During these years, several genera-
tions of children have studied here, of whom the institution is very proud. Today, the former
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graduates are part of prestigious orchestras, such as “Lautarii’, the Advahov Brothers Orches-
tra, the Timisoara Symphony Orchestra, etc., practicing their artistic profession in different
countries around the world. At the moment, the institution is entering a new stage, thanks to
a space extending project, initiated by the Culture and Tourism Department and supported by
the Hincesti District Council.

The school is attended by about 130 children from different localities, including from the
Leova District, in the following departments: music, theater art and fine arts. In the future, it is
planned to open a group of crafts (ceramics), within the fine art department, as the institution
has both a craftsman to train the children in this technique, as well as a kiln for processing
ceramics. In this way, the institution will be more attractive for children, having the ability to
enroll as many pupils as possible.

The School of Arts from Cdrpineni Commune, Hincesti

he School of Arts from Carpineni Commune, Hincesti, offers to pupils from this locality,
but also from the neighboring localities, the opportunity to study music, drawing and
dance in a real educational space.

There are four artistic collectives at the school — ensembles of violinists and naistes, a
choir and a taraf. The children speak with pride about their fellow countryman, Constantin
Moscovici. The famous naist became an idol for young artists.

The headquarters for the art school was provided by the local Mayor Hall, while the re-
pair and development of the institution have been financed from the budget of Hincesti District
Council. The investment is worth 1.5 million lei.
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LIBRARIES

Currently, the network of libraries from Hincesti District fulfills its specific functions and
attributions to a large extent, despite the numerous changes of both political and econo-
mic order, which generate fluctuations of a financial and human nature. However, libraries
mostly manage, through their activities, to capitalize on their document collections, to offer
specialized services to a heterogeneous public and to organize, on their own behalf or in colla-
boration, relevant events for both specialists and the general public.

The legislative and regulatory framework, developed in recent years, directs public libra-
ries towards the most active and effective involvement in the development of the communities
in the territory. The Culture and Tourism Directorate is the institution that coordinates the
activity of the libraries and deals with the synthesis and analysis of data on the activity of the
entire Library System in the Hincesti District. Thus, the network of public libraries from the
district comprises 51 units, including the “HH Antonie Plamadeald” District Public Library
with evaluation category I, 16 public libraries with evaluation category II, 34 public libraries
with evaluation category III. The district public library “HH Antonie Pliméadeala” is a metho-
dological center for the entire system of public libraries from the district.

The basic mission of the libraries from Hincesti District library network was and remains
the promotion of books and reading among users of all ages, they serve as a central point of
connection of citizens to valuable information, promoting access to universal values, facilita-
ting the process of knowledge of national values.

Museums and Tourist Attractions

There are 231 monuments in Hincesti District. Among them, according to the genre, the-
re are 82 of history, 44 of military glory, 45 of architecture, 2 of art, 102 of archeology, etc. By
category, we have 143 monuments of national importance and 88 - of local importance.

Among the cultural institutions, the Museum of History and Ethnography from Hinces-
ti Municipality occupies a special place, whilst the Hunting Castle of the Manuc-Bey boyar,
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built in 1881 according to the project of the architect Bernardazzi, represents an architectural
monument from the second half of the 19th century with historical, documentary, artistic,
ethnographic, natural, memorial value, certified as national one.

The Historical and Architectural Complex Manuc-
Bey from Hincesti Municipality

ears of construction: 1857-1861. Reconstructed in 2014-2016, the Palace hosts several

museum rooms, conference and event rooms, as well as a public library in the attic of the
edifice. Created by the family of an extraordinary personality - Manuc-Bey Mirzoian, former
businessman, diplomat and patron of culture and religion. From the original complex, 4 buil-
dings have been preserved until now: the Princely Palace, the House of Bailiff, the lamandi
House, the Hunting Castle. The Watch Tower was partially preserved, being in a degrading sta-
te, suffering multiple destructions during the 1941-1945 war, like the entire Complex, in fact.

Arrowheads

Dating: Geto-Dacian period, 4th-3rd cen-
tury BC.

Description: Bronze piece, triangular in sha-
pe, at one end pointed, at the other provided with
three fins and a glove tube, component part of the
arrow.

The bow and arrows were used as universal
weapons: fighting and hunting. From the historical
sources regarding the archers, Ovidiu’s testimony is
important, who said in “Tristia”: “The barbarian
enemies charge on their swift horses, the enemies
are skillful riders, they shoot well with the arrow
and devastate the entire neighboring land far and
wide”, referring to the incursions of the Getae into
the Greek cities on the shore of the Black Sea. Ovi-
diu also wrote in “Letters from Pontus”: “To make
the wound more terrible, to cause death in two
ways, the people here anoint the tips with viper
venom.”

They were found in the Hincesti region, in
the Geto-Dacian fortress discovered in the village

of Stolniceni.
Clay spindles

Dating: Geto-Dacian period, 4th-3rd cen-
tury BC

Description: Bitronconic or discoidal pie-
ces of burnt clay, with a small hole in the middle,
which was used as a weight for primitive spindles,
regulating their rotation. Clay spindles belong to
the Geto-Dacian weaving craft. Provenance: They
were discovered during archaeological research
on the territory of Hincesti District in 1985.

The spindles used for spinning the wool or as
weights for the weaving war come to remind us of
the shepherding, spinning and weaving occupati-
ons present in the Carpathian-Danubian-Pontic
area for thousands of years.
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Iron knife blades

Date: 2nd century BC.

Description: Metal blade, part of the knife.

Material: Iron

Provenance: They were discovered during
archaeological research in the 80s of the 20th
century, carried out on the territory of Hincesti
District.

Iron was used to make tools for ordinary
household use, carpenters’ tools, blacksmith’s tools,
sawing tools (pincers, sometimes reaching 1.20 m
in length, anvils, sledgehammers, chisels, files) and
other various iron objects of practical use; iron
weapons: spearheads and spearheads, arrowhea-
ds, straight and curved swords (falces), chain mail,
curved (sicae) and straight daggers; vessels (for
example: when the Romans came, the craftsmen
from a blacksmith workshop in Sarmizegetusa hid
their tools in an iron pot that they buried in the
ground), knives, spurs, “straps” (crampons) to fa-
cilitate walking on ice and snow, keys, iron hoops
for buckets, barrels or crates, parts from the carria-
ge, to these are also added the tools for processing

~

skins (rollers and needles), of stone (two-stick ham-
mers) and fishing (rod hooks), as well as various
household utensils (knives, scissors, razor blades,
skewers and chains for holding metal vessels over
the fire). The development of iron metallurgy in the
Dacians is eloquently illustrated by the number of
numerous and diverse tools, as well as in obtaining
tools for ordinary household use, carpenters’ tools,
blacksmith’s tools, lighthouse tools and other vari-
ous tools.



Whetstone with hole
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Burns

Dating: Geto-Dacian period, 4th-3rd cen-
tury BC

Description: Discoidal and rectangular
shaped stones with a small hole, used to sharpen
knife blades or other metal tools.

Material: Stone

The objects were found in the Hincesti region,
most of them being found in the Geto-Dacian for-
tress discovered in the village of Stolniceni during
the archaeological excavations from 1985.

Dating: Geto-Dacian period, 4th-3rd cen-
tury BC

Description: Bone of the knee joint in the
hind legs of lambs or goats. There are right-hand
and left-hand heathers, according to how they
come out, from the right leg or the left leg of the
cattle. With these wrists made from sheep, and
called arsice, the boys play all kinds of games, star-
ting with spring, until the time of the kite comes.

Provenance: During the archaeological re-
search in the 1960s from the village of Mereseni
and Dancu, Hincesti District.

Lamb rinds are called miele, those remo-
ved from pastrami are called goats. Goats cannot
gnaw with their teeth, and lambs can. This is the
means by which the boys distinguish the varieties
of heather from one another. The stick that chil-
dren use to hit other sticks is called ichiu/tap. He,
having to be bigger and heavier, becomes leaden. A
goat is worth two lambs; one solva as three. Arsices
were used by children in several games: the game in
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armasie, the game in bei-bun, the game in Arme-
nian, the game in sbenghi.

Iron sickle fragment

Dating: Geto-Dacian period, 4th-3rd cen-
tury BC

Description: A hand-held agricultural tool
used to harvest grain by cutting their stalks, con-
sisting of a narrow and curved iron blade with
the cutting edge inside

Historians believe that the sickle is an own
creation of the Geto-Dacians. At the same time, the
sickle is the basis of the Dacian falx, the famous
weapon with which the Dacians had become for-
midable enemies of the Romans.

The iron sickle was found in the Hincesti re-
gion, most of them being found in the Geto-Daci-
an fortress discovered in the village of Stolniceni,
during the archaeological excavations in 1985.
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Bone piercers

Date: IV-1II century BC.

Description: Bone tools that first appear in
the Eneolithic, several thousand years ago. These
were used for sewing as a needle, to break (most
often) the animal skin.

Material: Animal bone




Iron scrapers
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Bronze earrings and rings

Date: IV-1II century before Christ
Description: Iron scraper, a tool used to
clean animal skin. The appearance of these ob-
jects in the arsenal of the Geto-Dacians speaks of
the development of agriculture and the sedentary
way of life of the Geto-Dacians. The archaeologi-
cal object belongs to the Balkan-Danube culture.
Material: Tron

Date: the 2nd-3rd century AD

Description: Earrings and rings made of a
bronze wire, circular in section, with open ends,
typical of Sarmatian migrants.

Material: Bronze

Provenance: The ornaments were disco-
vered during archaeological excavations in the
1980s on the territory of Hincesti District.

Sarmatians are related to Iranians and Scyth-
ians. Entering in greater numbers in Moldova and
Muntenia at the end of the 2nd century AD. On the
territory of Moldova, the presence of the Sarma-
tians is confirmed in the Moldavian Plain, between
the Prut and Jijia, and in Baltilor, between the Prut
and Cogalnic, in the plains of the lower reaches
of the Dniester, Prut and Danube. In Muntenia,
Sarmatians are attested between Buzau and Cal-
matui, lalomita and Arges. The last historical data
concerning the Sarmatians appear in the sources of
the 4th century AD, when they come into conflict
with the Goths, later with the Geto-Dacians, who,
moreover, defeatedthem, the last Sarmatian groups
being assimilated by the natives.

Dating: The 6th century AD. the ancient Slavs were animists, that is, they belie-
ved that all surrounding things and natural phe-
nomena had a soul. They worshiped several great
deities, such as: Perun, Svarog, Troian, etc.

Description: Ceramic piece, of a brick sha-
de, in the shape of a horse, which reminds of the
importance of this animal in the faith and magi-
cal-religious practices of the Slavs.

The Hunting Castle

It is the design of the architect Alexandru Bernardazzi. It was built in 1881, the commander be-
ing the son of Manuc Bey, Ion Murad. The Hunting Castle was built in the style of French villas.

Red brick manufactured at the estate using a special technology was used in the construc-
tion. On the walls of the castle you can see pictures of hunting dogs and hunting utensils.
Bernardazzi’s creation has remained intact, although it was erected 140 years ago, even the
wooden frames with wolf faces bear the marks of the passing of time. Until 1940, this castle
tulfilled its former function, housing rooms with weapons and hunting trophies. During the
years of Soviet power, this castle served as an office for the forestry administration. Nearby,
dances and weddings were organized in the club in front of the castle.
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Negrea Village Museum

he museum was officially opened on May 18, 2016 and is unique due to its exhibits be-
longing to the 17th-19th centuries. The museum exposes to the public a reflection of a
peasant house with several rooms, each having its specific destination:

o The Largest Room, with the dower, dower chest, table, wooden bed and other objects;

o The Parents’ bedroom with a heated bed from clay, a cradle for children, a hanger with

clothes and other pieces (the little room);

o Grown up girl’s or boy’s bedroom;

+ Kitchen, equipped with furniture, dishes and old attributes;

A weaving room (where a weaving loom is installed with all attributes needed for spin-
ning, twisting, warping, carding and other stuffs that preceded the actual type of weaving), as
well as a collection of towels;

In the corridor and on the stairs, which are made up of several segments, there are exposed
work tools, various old objects, old clothes, photos depicting different episodes from the life of
the villagers, icons, towels, embroidery and other things made and used by the people from Ne-
gre Village in different periods of time, including the contemporary period.

The Museum of History and Ethnography from Ciuciuleni Village

he Museum of History and Ethnography from Ciuciuleni is located in the center of the

village in the former administrative building of the collective farm, founded through the
Decision of the Ciuciuleni Village Council from 16.11.2004. The museum is an unique one due
to its exhibits belonging to the 12th-19th centuries.

The concept of the museum is reflected in the following compartments: Objects of wor-
ship; Objects of military glory; “Casa Mare” Hall; Folk crafts; “Old furniture” Hall; Viticulture
and Winemaking; Numismatics; Electrotechnical devices; Samples from the natural scientific
reserve “Codru”; Protocol objects.

The museum exhibition presents to the visiting public the evolution of the most wides-
pread crafts: pottery, wood, metal, stone and leather processing, carpet and cloth weaving,
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folk wear, embroidery and crocheting, vegetable fiber braiding. Items made by craftsmen in
different periods, including contemporary ones, are exhibited in the museum. Along with the
pieces used in everyday life, you can also admire the decorative ones made with much taste
and refinement. Work tools are also present in the exhibition, many of which are no longer
used today. Of particular interest are the samples from the Natural Scientific Reserve “Codru”
(animal, vegetable, minerals).

The Museum-Hall “Constantin Tanase” from Nemteni Village

he Museum Hall “C. Tanase” is dedicated to Constantin TANASE - writer, linguist, jour-
nalist, politician. The author’s early and posthumous works, personal objects, photogra-
phs, paintings reflecting his life and activity are exhibited here.

MINGIR VILLAGE MUSEUM

he Village Museum, founded in the years 1960-1980 by the teacher and mayor Tudor
MARDARI, comprised such exhibits as guns and military accessories used during the
Second World War.

In 2014, a museum showing the life of the villagers was initiated and completed with
pieces from everyday use, as well as items of villager’s culture culture — weaving stacksracks,
furniture and things from the Casa Mare, household items etc.

He is the illegitimate son of
Bogdan the 3rd and Anastasia from Lapusna,
nicknamed “Lapusneanu” in the 17th cen-
tury, after the name of the Lapusna borough,
the place of his childhood.

Smune, Hincesti, on August 1, 1886, he be-

came the Head of the Teachers’ Associa-
tion of Lapusna County, the Prefect of Lapusna,
Deputy in the Romanian Parliament (1919, 1932).
After the occupation of Bessarabia, together with
his family he retreated across the Prut, where,
however, he did not escape the red terror. In
1957, he was arrested and sentenced to 15 years of
hard works for his expressed political opinions.
On August 27, 1961, the political prisoner Stefan
HOLBAN died in the communist prison from
Botosani, and even today it is not known exactly
where he was buried, most of the graves in the
cemetery near the prison having no crosses.

incesti Winery, located in the Codru
wine region, right in the heart of Hin-
cesti, represents a significant part of
Moldovas winemaking history. Its history da-
tes back to the 19th century, when the Hincesti
winery was founded by Manuc Bey, a promi-
nent and controversial personality who spent
a period of his life in this town. In the Town

of Hincesti, his descendants founded a wine
factory, which later played an important role in
the modernization of the viticulture industry
throughout Moldova. Secular traditions and
technological secrets are preserved to this day.
The winery is equipped with 2 wine bottling
lines, the first bottling line for sparkling wines
and the second bag-in-box packaging line.

CONCLUSIONS

Through all what we have presented in this work, we have tried to comprise as far as
possible, from a historical-evolutionary aspect, the facts, achievements and every day life acti-
vities of people from the geographical area corresponding to the current territory of Hincesti
District, as well as to highlight what largely defines us and what we are proud of - the cultural
life of the area, consistent and valuable at the same time. We would like to believe that we have
succeeded, but the merits here, surely, belong to the prominent personalities and institutions,
who activated and continue to activate with talent, enthusiasm and perseverance, successfully
realizing different aspects of the Hincesti cultural phenomenon.

That’s why we wanted to emphasize that, if considering the CULTURE Chapter, we really
have a significant word to say both at home and abroad, the residents of Hincesti land being
traditionally among exponents of the cultural elite at the country level. This assertion is based
mainly on the numerous appreciations coming from outside, with reference to our painters,
musicians, performers, instrumentalists, dancers, folk craftsmen, teachers and artistic entities
that cultivate such talents.

The main conclusion, which crystallizes after reading this booklet, is that all of us, but
especially the young generation, have the duty to value and further develop the cultural heri-
tage, built with much care, to preserve and promote authentic folk art and traditions, to ensure
a favourable climate for integration of the mentioned dower in the national and international
cultural circuit.
